This workshop will prepare librarians 
for fielding questions concerning job interviews , as well as 
prepare them to offer in house training on successful 
interviewing skills. Topics to be covered include the telephone 
interview, a productive in-person interview, using results and 
successes to answer tough interview questions and how to ask 
the right questions. At the end of this program, participants 
will be able to hold in house training for patrons on the topic. 
Participants do not need to have attended the Resume Writing 
Workshop.
